· I realize I am not a professional singer (I especially don’t have the “pipes” for this song)
· I realize that this song needs a woman to sing it, being the lyrics are too feminine for a man to sing

· I need to have a compressor on everything I digitally record (I don’t know about you, but I can hear the signal distort when I accent any note or chord(s))
· I used too much distortion on the lead patch, and I need to use a more pronounced and farther/distant sounding delay

· I think the tempo needs to be slowed down from 112bpm (as posted) to 110bpm, even though I wrote and U.S. Performing Arts Copyrighted this song at 104bpm

· I need to do a little more tweaking on the drum machine

· I need to put a bass track in the song (My Ibanez Ergodyne’s  ¼” input jack was being temperamental)
